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From The Rabbi: The Order of the Seder

Seder Night is a richly meaningful experience
each and every year of our lives. We review history,
study passages of Torah and perform rituals together
with family and friends. But, the Seder is not merely an
exercise in memory: the Hagada underscores that we
are not simply revisiting past events. Our recollections
transcend the constraints of time. The story of the
past tells the tale of today. “And if God had not taken our
ancestors out of EQypt, we and our children and our
children’s children would still be slaves in EQypt.” This is
not all; the Hagada sounds an alarm with words that
resonate once again. “For not only one has risen up against
us to destroy us, but in every generation they rise up against
us to destroy us. But, the Holy One, Blessed be He, rescues us
from their hands.”

As we celebrate, pain and anguish tug at our
hearts. The all too familiar scenes of carnage and
twisted metal flash before our eyes as a bomb once
again strikes the center of Jerusalem. The brutal mur-
der of children and parents in Itamar is still fresh. The
cries of orphans and of parents will be our guests this
year. We know that although “in every generation they
rise up against us to destroy us; the Holy One, Blessed be He,
rescues us from their hands.”

A veil of sadness has also descended within our
own community. People struggle to comprehend
what only the Infinite One can fathom.

We eat the Matza, the Bread of Redemption, and the
Maror, the bitter herbs. Then, we commemorate what

ey
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Hillel, the Elder, did at the time of the Temple. We
wrap the Maror in the Matza, and eat them together.
This act is rich in symbolism. In life, we at times en-
counter the joyful “Bread of Redemption,” but also the
bitter herbs of pain and suffering. The challenge is to
envelop the bitterness of the Maror in the joy and
optimism of the Matza. We must move forward with
strength. The spirit of the Bread of Redemption must
overcome the bitterness.

The word Seder means order. The Sfas Ernes probes
the deeper meaning behind the need for Seder, or
order, on Pesach night. Because the Exodus occurred
so quickly and suddenly, it did not allow sufficient time
to fully examine the course of events. On Seder night we
reconstruct the sequence of events for ourselves and
study and review them in an orderly we are able to
discern the true nature of the many miracles which took
place and to see the Divine Plan which lay behind
them. If we reflect carefully, we can clearly see that
there is a great Divine Plan with the Hand of God
performing miracles leading to the ultimate and final
redemption.

As we quickly march through life, especially when
we are blessed with health and sustenance, it is easy
to lose sight of the Hand of God as it shapes Jewish
history and impacts on our lives. On Seder night as
we recapitulate events in an orderly and careful fash-
ion, we gain a new perspective. We are able to dis-
cern the Divine Plan in the unique mystique of Jewish
history and in our personal lives. If we undertake this
challenge seriously, it will bring new order and mean-
ing into our lives.

Rivy joins me in wishing you and your families a
Chag Kosher V'Sameach.

No doubt they will be recognizable to many
other elders in the greater congregation, and to their
friends and descendants throughout the community,
so —Happy Birthday, Morrie -L’chaim-let’s share
some memories...

When I first arrived in Seattle in 1977, the Minyan
was still meeting at the classical historic sanctuary of
Temple De Hirsh at 15 and Union. With the back-
drop of the beautiful old wooden bimah and aron ko-
desh, I can still clearly envision the majestic tableau of
the Minyan’s elders, gathered around the central
reading table where Berel Steinberg would be laining.
At the left side, tall, slender white-haired Dr. Max
Levin would incline his head, often propped on one
arm. Ed Baronsky would be moving about giving out
aliyahs and announcing pages, as Sam Steinberg did
the calling up from the center as he faced the congre-
gation. Along with companion Gabbai Louis Katzman
on the right, the calling and mishebarachs were drawn
from memory with seemingly perfect recollection of
everyone’s Hebrew or Yiddish names. (Max’s wife
Alice Levin attended long after the shul moved to
Council House, as did son-in law and generous sup-
porter David Sidell, accompanied by son Alan and
son-in-law Craig Sternberg, to hear Berel’s davening.
Even after David’s recent passing, his wife Amy Sidell
and daughter Shiela Sternberg still actively support
the Minyan.)

Filling the old temple’s golden oak pews, usually
at the back to welcome newcomers, would be the kind
inviting faces of daveners like Markus Wiederker,
(whose daughter Henrika and son-in law Michael
Sandorffy, and grandchildren Aaron and Joanna San-
dorffy still play a leadership role in the community.)
In those days other regular minyanairs would include
Erwin Roos, Sam Fine, Irving Ginsberg, Harry Law-
son, and the warm-hearted effusive Pinchas Schechter
(uncle of Miriam Wald, Debbie and Fred Barber). The
very few other “youngsters” then included Morrie
Buttnick, his sister Gwen, and Jacob and Barbara
Engelstein. Occasionally, Meta Buttnick would visit
her kids in the neighborhood, and provide her inimi-
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table perspective of Seattle’s Jewish history, much
centered in our neighborhood.

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Science and Torah

The Quantum Mechanics of Birds
By Morris Engelson

On Sunday March 6, 2011 my chavrusah, Michael
Rosenberg, and I held a celebratory siyum upon completing
the difficult mishnah, kinnim, after 18 months of almost
daily study. About two minutes of the 75 minute presenta-
tion dealt with the quantum mechanics of birds. I prepared
this essay based on that material.

I have for years marveled at the various analogues
in the science of physics to some of the more esoteric
concepts in Torah. Take for example the ohel (tent)
shape that establishes the volumetric parameters of
tumah (ritual impurity). Years ago I tried to work out
the analogues between waveguide cavity shapes and
the electromagnetic fields that these constrain and
their equivalents in ohel and tumah in Torah. But I only
managed to deal with a few simple shapes so I do not
have a general table of equivalences. Still it is a useful
analogy for those who have difficulty focusing on the
strange-seeming idea that a physical structure, such as
a tent, can establish the volume boundaries where fu-
mah can and cannot penetrate, even though the “tent”
has various openings. Waveguide cavities, after all, do
the same thing for electromagnetic radiation and no-
body thinks it strange.

Recently I was learning mishnah kinnim (bird
nests or pairs). One of the concepts seemed a bit
strange at first, but I immediately remarked to my
study partner, “Of course, we have it in quantum me-
chanics (QM).” This one, unlike the waveguide idea,
and other unfinished conjectures, works perfectly.
Here then, is a discourse on the QM of birds.

A woman who gives birth needs to bring a sacri-
fice of a pair of birds; one bird will be brought as a sin
offering (chatas) and the other as a burnt offering
(olah). Either bird can be either offering but the birds
are “entangled” in that each determines the status of
the other; the choice of a chatas forces the other bird to
be an olah and the choice of an olah forces the other
bird to be a chatas.
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Now suppose the cage door is left open and one of
the birds flies away. The woman then replaces the
missing bird and all is as before with each bird quali-
fied for either offering. Unless the bird that escaped
happens to land in a nest full of chatases or a nest full
of olahs. This bird then acquires the status of the birds
in the nest and the bird that remained in the cage ac-
quires the second status because the two birds are
“entangled.”

If the bird that escaped becomes a chatas then the
bird that remained becomes an olah and vice versa.
This change from indeterminate status to specific des-
ignation is immediate regardless of how much dis-
tance separates between the escaped bird and the one
that remained in the cage.* This instantaneous change
in status of one bird based upon what happens to the
other bird is the same as the rules for “entangled”
electrons in quantum mechanics.

QM is weird, as you should know by now from
several previous essays. One of the weirdest concepts
is the “entangled” state. It causes what Einstein called
“spooky action at a distance.” An electron has a pa-
rameter called “spin.” No, the electron doesn’t really
spin, as in a spinning ball, because the electron, as
these essays have explained, is not a physical particle
unless we look at it or measure it to collapse the QM
wave of the electron. Nevertheless, the electron exhib-
its a “magnetic moment,” a property normally asso-
ciation with a spinning electrical charge. Hence the
attribution of a property called “spin” to the electron.

Anyway, there is this thing called spin for the elec-
tron, and the electron can spin up or it can spin down.
An electron has an independent existence when it
comes to spin when it is on its own, but not so when
“entangled” with another electron.

Let us say that we “entangle” two electrons, one
spinning up and the other spinning down. This
“entanglement” means that if one of the electrons re-
verses its spin direction, say from up to down, the
other electron will instantaneously also change its
spin direction, from down to up in this example. This

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happens instantaneously no matter how far these elec-
trons are from each other, even if the distance is light
years. This is the “spooky action at a distance” that
Einstein was talking about. And in case you think that
“entanglement” is just an idea, I will tell you that this
behavior has been verified experimentally and is in
process of technological application in quantum com-
puting.

The situation of the birds as they instantaneously
switch status is the same as the behavior of the elec-
trons. Yes, the Mishnah in kinnim describes what is
clearly an “entangled” state of two birds. If the above
is not enough, consider one more connection between
birds and “entangled” electrons.

For years there has been speculation as to how
birds find their way over long distances. Is it possible
that birds have a built in compass, people wondered?
Well, the answer is yes. An oxygen molecule, called
superoxide, combines with light-sensitive proteins in
the eye of the bird to create a sort of compass that
senses the Earth’s magnetic field. This sensing ability
comes about as the light photons scatter “entangled”
electrons to create the directional information that
helps the bird to navigate. The quality or stability of
the entangled electrons of the bird is found to be su-
perior to anything that scientists have been able to
create in the laboratory, so scientists are now trying to

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reverse engineer what the bird does “naturally” in
order to improve our knowledge of the mechanics of
quantum “entanglement.”

So what does all of this mean? Is it really reason-
able to seriously claim that the birds in kinnim are in a
state of quantum “entanglement?” No, that is not my
message. Rather my message is that when we find
concepts in Torah that seem strange and even weird,
and when people wonder whether such a thing is pos-
sible, the answer is yes, of course it is possible. It is
possible because the Torah says so. And when chal-
lenged by those who accept science but not Torah, we
can show similar concepts and behaviors in science
that even Einstein found to be “spooky.” If Einstein
can acknowledge that he does not understand some-
thing in science it is not embarrassing for us to ac-
knowledge that we do not understand something in
Torah. But just because we do not understand does
not mean that it is not so, because that is how it really
is.

* There is no specific mishnah that includes all the
elements that I discuss. Rather this is a synthesis of
material from several mishnahs in chapter 2. Note
also that there are other possibilities for what happens
depending on what the escaped bird does. Therefore,
what I describe should not be understood as teaching
the intricacies of Tractate Kinnim.

Ovens - For self-cleaning ovens, kashering may be
done by merely running the self-cleaning cycle. For

other ovens, the following procedure should be fol-

Kashering

The general principle concerning kashering is that
the utensil is purged in the manner in which it is ab-
sorbed.

Libun - Where food is cooked in a utensil without
the medium of liquid, the utensil must be caused to
glow red-hot by the medium of heat. This method is
also used for kashering ovens and stove pots.

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lowed: The oven must be thoroughly cleaned and left
idle for 24 hours. Then, turn the oven to the highest
temperature for two hours. This process will kasher
the oven itself as well as the racks. However, broiling
pans on which food is cooked directly must be heated
or torched until they glow red-hot.

Stove Tops - The stove top and burners must be
thoroughly cleaned. For gas stoves, the burners should

be covered with a piece of
metal or heavy aluminum
foil to spread the flame and
turned on for 20-30 minutes.
Electric burners should re-
main on for about ten min-
utes after they become red-
hot. For stainless steel oven
tops, boiling water should
be poured (from the utensil
in which it was cooked) on
the areas between the burn-
ers. If the stove-top is
enamel it must be covered
throughout Pesach.

Hagala - Pots and other
metal utensil in which cook-
ing is done with the addi-
tion of water or another lig-
uid, and silverware may be
kashered through this
method: They must be thor-
oughly cleaned and not
used for 24 hours. They are
then submerged into a pot
of rapidly boiling water and
rinsed with cold water. If
the pot is too large to be
submerged in another uten-
sil, it is filled with water and

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the water is brought to a rapid boil. A pre-heated piece
of metal or stone is dropped in to cause the water to
overflow and kasher the sides. Pot covers must also be
kashered. A large kashering pot will be available in the
BCMH kitchen during the week prior to Pesach.

Irui - Any items which absorb through pouring or
spilling of chometz on them are kashered by this proce-
dure: The items must be thoroughly cleaned and not
used for 24 hours. Water is brought to a boil in a uten-
sil such as a tea pot and poured directly from that uten-
sil over every spot.

Sink and Counter Tops - Metal sinks and counter
tops may be kashered in this fashion: The sink or
counter top must be thoroughly cleaned and nothing
hot used on them for 24 hours. Boiling water is then
poured over every spot. Enamel sinks and Formica
counter-tops may not be kashered for Pesach. Tubs or
inserts must be used in the enamel sink throughout
Pesach so that there is no contact between the Pesach
utensils and the walls. Boiling water, however, should
be poured over the metal spout and faucet after a thor-

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ough cleaning and no use of hot water for 24 hours.
The Formica counter-tops must be thoroughly cleaned
and kept covered throughout Pesach. This is also true
of table-tops, etc.

Refrigerators and Freezers - These appliances must
be thoroughly cleaned and the shelves lined.

Items which may not be kashered - Any items
made of the following materials may not be kashered:
China, earthenware, porcelain, plastic, Pyrex, corelle,
corning ware or Teflon-coated utensils. In addition,
knives with glued-on handles or utensils with glued-
together parts may not be kashered.

Glassware - 1t is the custom of Ashkenazic Jews to
only kasher glassware if one lives in a location where
glassware is extremely expensive or difficult to obtain.
As such, it is recommended that glasses and glassware
should be set aside for exclusive Pesach use.

Dishwashers - Dishwashers which are coated with
Porcelain, enamel or plastic, may not be kashered for
Pesach. Stainless steel dishwashers may be kashered.

All kashering to be done should be completed by
10:50 a.m. on the morning of Erev Pesach, Monday,
April 18, 2011. If you have any questions, please con-
tact the Rabbi.

Medications

A number of medications contain chometz ingredi-
ents. However, depending on the formulation and
health considerations, there may be circumstances un-
der which they may be taken. Please contact the Rabbi
concerning any medication which you are taking on
Pesach.

Mechiras Chometz - Sale of Chometz
Any chometz which is left for use after Pesach must be
sold to a non-Jew prior to 11:59 a.m. Erev Pesach, April
18, 2011. The sold chometz must be secured and stored
in a special area for the duration of Pesach. The Rabbi
may be authorized to serve as your agent to transfer
title of the chometz to the non-Jew. (The Rabbi is gener-
ally available for Mechiras Chometz after weekday ser-
vices. If you cannot sell your chometz in person, the
accompanying form may be used. The legal intricacies

Bedikas Chometz - Search for Chometz

We are not only forbidden to eat chometz, we are
not permitted to own Chometz or have it in our posses-
sion. The entire home must be cleaned of Chometz
prior to Pesach.

The final and formal search, called Bedikas Cho-
metz, is conducted on the night, before Erev Pesach,
after nightfall. All areas in which chometz may have
been brought must be thoroughly searched. This year,
Bedikas Chometz is performed on Sunday evening,
April 17. All areas in which chometz may have been
brought must be thoroughly searched. This is an actual
search for any remaining chometz. However, since the
house has already been thoroughly cleaned, it is cus-
tomary to place ten pieces of bread in various areas of
the house prior to beginning the search.

Before beginning the search, one recites the bless-
ing, "asher kid’shanu bemitzvosav vetzivanu al biur cho-

metz”. Itis customary to search using a candle with a
single wick for light, together with a feather and a
wooden spoon with which to sweep up any chometz
found. Any chometz which is discovered is put aside
for burning the following morning.

Following the search, bitul chometz is performed,
in which one renounces any ownership of any undis-
covered chometz which may remain. The formulation
of renunciation, Kol Chamira, may be found at the be-
ginning of the Hagada, but should be recited in a lan-
guage that one understands.

Biur Chometz - The burning of the Chometz

We perform this on the morning of Erev
Pesach, this year, Monday, April 18. The entire process
must be completed no later than 11:59 a.m. this year.
BCMH provides a fire in the parking lot at 11:15.

Bitul Chametz ¢ Nullification of the Chometz

Recite Kol Chamira, the nullification of the chametz, on
April 18, after all chometz is either disposed of or
stored away, before 11:59 a.m.

Notes on the Seder

Matzo Shmura

Matzo Shmura is matzo that has been guarded
from becoming chometz as of the time that it was har-
vested. This Matzo should be used at the Seder.
Matzo must be eaten at three points during the Seder:

Following recital of the blessing “al achilas Matzo” a
piece of Matzo 5 inches by 4 inches should be eaten.
Preferably, two pieces of this size, one from the top
matzo and one from the middle matzo should be eaten
at this point.

For Korech and Afikoman, a piece of matzo 5 inches
by 4 inches should be eaten.

Moror

Bitter Herbs are eaten at two points at the Seder;
after the blessing “al achilas moror” and for Korech. If
one is using romaine lettuce, one should eat leaves that
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cover 10 inches by 12 inches. If using ground horse-
radish, the minimum amount is 1 fluid ounce.
Arba Kosos

Four cups of wine are drunk during the Seder to
display freedom. Each cup should contain at least 3.3
fluid ounces of wine. When the Seder falls on Friday
night, the first cup of wine, which is the cup of kid-
dush, should contain at least 4.5 fluid ounces. If one
finds it difficult to drink wine, the wine may be diluted
with grape juice. If one finds it difficult to drink even
the diluted wine or is not permitted to drink wine for
reasons of health, grape juice may be substituted.

Haseba - Reclining

In times of antiquity, royalty would recline on
couches as they would eat. To display freedom, we
recline on our left sides as we eat the matzo and drink
the four cups of wine.
